In today’s passage from the Gos-
pel of John, Jesus speaks to his
disciples with full knowledge of
the horrors that await him in his
arrest, his mock trial and the cru-
el death that will follow. Jesus
says, “Do not let your hearts be
troubled, and do not let them be
afraid.” Yet at their core these
words remind us that there is every reason for us to be
troubled and afraid!

This chapter of scripture is part of the Last Supper epi-
sode in John, which is quite different from the version in
the other three gospels. In this account there’s the foot-
washing, the beloved disciple and a whole lot of talking.
And while this chapter began with words of reassurance
— “Do not let your hearts be troubled. Believe in God,
believe also in me” — there are also these difficult
words in the portion we have just read: “l am going
away. ...”

Jesus assures the disciples that he will be sending
someone to help them. But who?
